Have you attended GAC or other conferences/

retreats?  I have not attended GAC. I attended a Chapter Corporate Officer Training session held at 

Jerry Nelson's complex in Lake Tahoe. I attended a Leadership Training session with Actives and Alums 

held at Jerry Nelson's complex in Cabo. I've attended several events with the actives in Iowa City. I've 

played in several alumni golf events in Iowa City and Des Moines (I wish more alums would participate). 

What has Phi Psi meant to you throughout your life?  Phi Psi played a big role in who I am today.  Your 

college years are so instrumental in what kind of person you become.
